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/'[he St.John Chrysostomos Monastery, founded
in 1994, is a monastery for nuns of the Greek
Orthodox Church. It is under the Bishopric

of the Diocese of Chicago, Greek Orthodox
Archdiocese of North and South America. It

is well known for the production of exquisite
religious works of art, especially in the areas of
ornaments, icons and plates.

The grounds of the monastery are a destination
for religious pilgrims. Serenity, beauty and peace
abound in this 80-acre estate.The site features a
9,000 square foot Byzantine Church and 18,000
square feet of support facilities. Of particular
pride to its residents are the elegant tiled domes
topped with crosses that create the monastery’s
signature look.These pieces were built by
Stromberg Architectural Products.

Stromberg built the domes using tiles composed
of our Glass Fiber Reinforced Polymer (GFRP).
GFRP has proven ideal for the replacement of
terra cotta tiles in numerous past projects.As the
monastery is blanketed in snow during winter
months, GFRP is a much more prudent choice
than true terra cotta for its ability to withstand
widely changing temperature and weather
conditions.
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
